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For its latest Christmas programme, S�le An�co turns to the sensuous musical world of Renaissance Spain, drawing together an irresis�ble 

mix of sumptuous polyphony and infec�ously joyful folk dances. A superbly rich and luminous mass by Alonso Lobo, based on a motet by 

Guerrero and intended for performance at Toledo Cathedral, forms the programme's centrepiece. Interspersed between its movements 

are an exuberant ‘ensalada’ by Mateo Flecha, invi�ng us to be present at the na�vity through the use of tradi�onal dance rhythms, beau�-

ful Christmas miniatures by Tomás Luis de Victoria, and classic villancicos - Spain’s answer to the tradi�onal carol. And just as in Spain the 

feast of the Epiphany forms the climax of the Christmas season, so this enthralling selec�on is capped by a magnificent motet by Morales 

retelling the story of Herod and the Three Kings. 

A Spanish Na�vity is the latest Christmas programme from S�le An�co. Its two previous Christmas programmes, Puer Natus Est and A Won-

drous Mystery, are available on Harmonia Mundi.
